Outside school hours care centres provide
care for primary school aged children,

before and after school, during school
holidays and on pupil-free days.

Vacation care is a type of outside school
hour’s care that includes indoor and
outdoor activities. These centres are
sometimes run by the same organisation
that runs before and after-school care.
The majority of outside school hours care
centres are approved child care services.
This means that families using the service
may be eligible for the Child Care Subsidy.
Approved services must also show that they
are meeting certain quality

standards.

SUBSIDY;

Child Care Subsidy (CCS) is paid by the
Australian Government to help families with
the cost of childcare fees.

This subsidy is paid directly to childcare
providers.

Three things will determine a family’s level
of Child Care Subsidy:

1. Combined family income

2. Activity level of parents

3. Type of child care service

Some basic requirements must be

satisfied for an individual to be eligible to
receive Child Care Subsidy for a child. These
include:

e the age of the child (must be 13 or

under and not attending secondary school)
e the child meeting immunisation
requirements

e the individual, or their partner, meeting
the residency requirements.

To claim this subsidy, you will need to
submit a claim through myGov.

To find more information about Child Care
Subsidy (CCS), please visit the

Department of Human Services website or
call 13 61 50.

As there have been changes made to the
CCS system, any child who has not used a
registered childcare for a 26 week period
now has their childcare subsidy cancelled,
Your children no longer have CCS subsidies
being paid through as GAP fees, and should
you want payments to resume you will
need to submit new CCS claims through
Centrelink. Please note that full fees will be
charged for day camp if CCS is not current.
The onus is on families to ensure through
their centrelink app that CCS is active.
Please note that CCS does not apply to
absent days at the start or end of a day
camp program. Parents will be liable for
the full fee.
